All participants will shoot 50 targets from both the 16 and 22 yard line.

The purse each quarter will be split between four shooters in the following manner:

1.   30% to the Champion.

2.   70% to be split equally between the A, B, and C, Class 

   winners.

3.   The A Class winner will be determined by subtracting two

  from the Champion score.  The B Class winner will be

  determined by subtracting three from the A Class score.

  The C Class winner will be determined by subtracting

  three from the B Class score.

4.  Year end belt buckles will be awarded to the Champion

  and three Class winners in the same manner based on total

  targets

5.  Make-ups will only be done after completion of competition

  at the next quarterly scheduled event.  Cost of 100 targets
  $23.00.

Assuming 30 shooters and the high score is 96.  The A Class would be all the 94’s.  The B Class would be all the 91’s and the C Class would be all the 88’s.  If no one posted the designated score for a class then that class would drop to the next score down and all lower classes would adjust accordingly.
In this example, assuming 30 shooters, the purse would be $375.00.  The Champion would get 30% of $375.00 or $112.50.  The other three class winners would split the remaining $262.50 and receive $87.50 each.

All ties will be shot off in 10 shot rounds from the 22 yard line.
